It's rac-
ing with all the trappings
right down to pari-mutuel ma-
chines.

Even though the horses are

strictly from celluloid.
To bored patrons of the sea-
lanes this can be the greatest
thing since Eric the Red won
a matich race from Columbus.
Because this is horse racing,
right down to boots and sad-
dles and, even more import-
ant, how much did the winner
pay.

There will be pari-mutuel
betting with wvalid machines
supplied by the American To-
talisator company, which han-
dles all the regular race
tracks, There will be odds
boards and a regulation pay-
off.

All of which is handled by
what is known as Cinema-
races, meaning filmed horse
races.

Bet On Numbers

How it operates is as slick
as David Harum with a good
horse. Each night the ship
puts out an eight-race pro-
gram. The horses are given
names but actually you bet
only on the number which
the horses carry,

After a 15-minute betting
period, the ticket-issuing ma-
chines are locked just as at
the ordinary race track. Then
a passenger spins a wheel,
such as you see at county fairs,
and the wheel stops at a num-
ber.
