Other people, perhaps much
more sensitive, cannot go a
day without a bowel move-
ment without getting gas or
abdominal discomfort , or a
headache. Years ago I showed
that the headache of these
people cannot be due to any
chemical absorption from the
bowel, because it disappears
within a minute or two after
the bowels move. It must be
due purely to. nervous irrita-
tion of the rectum by the dis-
tending lump of fecal mater-
ial. I found that some few
sensitive persons could get a
headache when their rectum
was distended with cotton.
Most insensitive people were
not much bothered by the
cotton, and some could not
feel it at all. ,

One point that we doctors
commonly forget is that if a
person - perhaps a little old
maiden lady living by her-
self - eats little besides tea
and toast, she has practically
nothing out of which to make
a stool, and hence should not
be expected to have a bowel
movement more than once ev
ery four or five days. The
same thing is true after an
operation. Usually some four
days after an operation, the
surgeon and the nurse de-

mand of the patients a good
bowel movement,' forgetting
that he or she hasn't eaten
anything since the day before
the operation. , How on earth
can the poor person supply
the bowel movement that is
so desired by the attendants?
Unfortunately even we doc-
tors sometimes follow an an-

cient custom religiously, even
when reminded that it is most
illogical!
