France was close to starva-
tion. Her industry was wreck-
ed. France was free, yes, but
her troubles were just begin-
ning. Within two years Com-
munist strikes and riots led
France to the edge of civil
insurrection, Indochina was
in rebellion, the currency had
embarked on the non - stop
spiral of inflation that within
a decade reduced the franc to
one quarter of its immediate
postwar value.

But Frenchmen did not for-
get De Gaulle. And with the
degeneration of democracy
into a political game, they re-

membered his warning to the
deputies: "You are heading
for a time when you will bit-

terly regret the path you have
chosen."

On April 7, 1947, he cre-
ated his "rally of the French
people."

The party had a great ini-
tial success. But it was not
enough to bring De Gaulle
back to power. The party be-

gan to splinter. In May, 1953,
after heavy losses in the mu-
nicipal elections, De Gaulle
set his party at liberty and
retired from politics, but not
from other activity.

His return to power was
characteristically dramatic.

The morning after May 13,
1958, Frenchmen awoke to
find that settlers and soldiers
in Algiers had carried out a
bloodless mutiny to demon-
strate their fears of a French
giveaway of Algeria. They
were defying the authority of
Paris and demanding the re-
turn of De Gaulle.

The mutiny jumped to Cor-
sica and threatened to spread
to France itself.
