She told newsmen her impris-
onment would be a "badge
of honor" in the battle for
freedom of the press.

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Havana (LTD Movie. - - tough
guy George Raft, who saved
his swank Capri casino from
a mob of vandals by seizing a
rebel flag and waving it fran-
tically, was to reopen the
gambling house today despite
an almost complete lack of
customers.

Raft's Capri was one of four
Havana casinos which were
not damaged at all in the New
Year's day riots and looting
that followed the fall of the

government of Fulgencio Ba-

tista.
The longtime Hollywood

star told United Press Inter-
national he was being forced
to reopen the casino despite
the fact that virtually all of
Havana's tourists had fled the
country since the revolution.

"Our reopening is more a
matter of living up to the
Cuban labor laws than ex-

pecting to make money," he...said.
