Study Stresses
Importance of
Balanced Diet

Washington, D.C.-Child- ren

in their early years do best
on varied diet and should not
receive so much milk that
they fail to eat enough of
other foods. The importance
of milk is never discounted
by medical investigators, but
also should not be d,

according to studies
summed up by the editors of.
Nutrition Reviews Magazine.

One study by Price and
Hart reported in Journal of
American Medical association
dealt with malnutrition and
anemia in 50 children aged
1 to 4 years. This showed that
the children had a high in-

take of milk associated with
a low intake of cereals, fruits,
vegetables, meat and eggs. Ex-

amples of a day's diet of three
of the children revealed a
startling absence of iron-containi-

foods and fruits and
vegetables naturally rich in
required vitamins.

It was pointed out by Price
and Hart that education of
the parents in these cases was
as important as proper medi-
cal treatment of the child.
The parents were well aware
of the importance of milk but
were not aware of the need
for bulk and varied diet once
the child is beyond infancy.
