Portland According to an
announcement by Dr. Max W.j
Sullivan, director, one of the
most valuable art collections
in the world will open to the
public at the Portland Art
Museum on January 28. The
155 paintings and drawings by
Vincent van Gogh, valued at
nine million dollars, were
flown to San Francisco from
the Stedelijk Museum in Am-
sterdam for opening at the de
Young Museum in October,
where attendance broke all
records. The exhibition, now
in Los Angeles, was assembled
especially for the four west
coast museums and will re-

turn to Holland after the Se-

attle showing in April.
The wide appeal of the

painter whose genius flowered
in a scant decade which ended

'with his death in 1890, re-

mains unexplained. Neither
