Said Essential

For Lower Taxes

National Press Club
Questions President
Washington (UPD Presi--d

e n t Eisenhower expressed
confidence today that if in-

flation can be controlled, the
way will be paved for a pos-
sible tax cut.

He said a balanced budget
and a strong America both
can be achieved "if we keep
under control the problem of
rising costs."
Sounds Economy Them

Eisenhower, at a question
and answer session with Na-
tional Press Club members,
again sounded the economy
theme he voiced in his State
of the Union Message last
Wednesday.

He was aked if the nation
could meet the needs of an
expanding defense and grow-
ing population and balance
the budget at the same time.

He declared it could be
done "if we can keep prices
from rising unconscionably."
But he said lobbyists and
pressure groups are "never
satisfied" with the amounts
allotted in the federal budget
for the activities in which
they are interested.
Wants Tax Reforms

Eisenhower promised that
in his budget he was "making
certain that we do not neglect
programs in which the federal
government should partici-
pate."

"If we can keep under con-

trol the problem of rising
costs," he said, "it can result
in having what we need and
eventual modification of our
taxes."

If Congress sticks to a bal-
anced budget this year it will
increase the possibility of
lowering taxes "all along tho
line," he continued.

But he said he was "not
prepared to say" that he
would recommend a cut in the
income tax next year. He said
the first need was for overall
tax reform and that Treasury
Secretary Robert B. Anderson
"is already studying the kinds
of reforms we should have."

The President was the
guest of honor at a lunch
marking the Press Club's 50th
anniversary celebration.

More than 500 newsmen
jammed the club's auditori-
um. Following club custom,
the President responded to
written questions submitted
by members of the club presi-
dent, John V. Horner of the
Washington Star.
Public Creates Prosperity

The President was asked
whether it was possible for
the economy to expand at a
rate of 5 per cent a year with-
out the federal government
boosting its spending on pub-
lic facilities of all kinds.

He replied that the federal
government doesn't create
prosperity, and that the de-

cisions of 175 million Ameri-
cans on how' they will spend
their money are "far more
important that what the fed-

eral government does."

The top floor of the present
building has been condemned
and closed by the state fire
marshal, and the rest of the
building is said to be unsafe.

plan of the college includes
the 17 acres under question
for the site of a railroad sid-
ing with warehouse, mainten-
ance and applied science
classroom buildings as well
as an extended area for intra-
mural activities," Dr. Steven-
son noted.
