|'I'ree and Past Weather
| A long time ago it was dis-
| covered that age in a tree
| could be figured almost to the
| exact date of its very be-
ginning by counting the
growth rings in a cross sec-
tion of the trunk.

The wide banGs or rings in-
dicate a season of considerable

period of adequate rainfall
and warm growing weather.

Likewise if one measures
the width of the very thin
rings he can accurately de-
termine the severily of any
| past winter. Naturally, a tree
living in temperate regions
only grew during warm
weather and remained dor-
mant during the cold winters,

The rings are usually re-
ferred to as the cambium lay-
er. This layer is actually the
{ only living part of the trunk.
It is the section lying directly
under the bark, and is com-
posed of a series of tiny tubes.
These tubes, corresponding to
| veins and arteries in a living

Each year the tree adds
another laver of these tubes
to the outside of the solid
core, thereby growing in cir-
cumference. As the new layer
is added, the last year's layer
of tubes is abandoned. The in-
side or heart of the tree is
dead, or at least forever dor-
mant.

For this reason the heart-
wood or center of the trunk
can be entirely rotted awav,
but the tree still alive. Girdle
the entire circumference deep
enough to penetrate the cam-
bium layer and the tree will
die, or bleed to death slowly.
Capillary Action

How the sap gets to the
top of the tree and back
down, we call capillary ac-
tion; something like oil flpw-
ing up a lamp wick. Once
started up, the pull of the sap
pushes clear to the topmost
leaf, even though that leaf
may be hundreds of feet
above the ground. There are
scientists who say that the
downward flow of the sap is
also the reason for the up-
ward surge of the liquid, sort
of a siphoning arrangement
on a complicated scale,

It's all wvery easily ex-
plained, but there are some
wide gaps in all this “simple
explanation” which causes
some thinking folks to won-
der just who the “‘sap” is —
the sap in the tree, or some
of us who try to explain the
complex workings of a tree.
