The massive release is more
than double that of 1958, he
said.

An initial release of six
million fingerlings will be
made the first part of Febru-
ary from the Spring creek
hatchery at Bonneville and
another is planned from the
Little White Salmon river
station later in the month,
Zimmer said.

Zimmer said that although
spring and summer runs of
chinook salmon passing Bon-
neville dam have increased in
the past 10 vears, fall runs
have declined considerably.
He said the release of the
young fish ‘‘should furnish
that necessary shot in the
arm to get the runs going
again.”
