Portable Burners
A new gas kitchen unit fea-
tures counter-top cooking with

portable plug-in burners.
Flames are hidden under Py-
roceram, a ceramic glass de-
veloped for use in rocket nose
cones. Some foods, such as
hamburgers and pancakes, can
be cooked on the glass cover
plate without pots and pans.
