womb. Because the wall of
the tube is so thin and weak,
in these cases, sooner or later,
the tube is likely to tear open,
and then, if the woman is not
quickly operated on, she is
likely to bleed internally to
a dangerous degree. Often she
has to be given blood by
transfusion.

A woman who has missed
a few periods should always
think of a possible ectopic
pregnancy when she sudden-
ly is seized with pain low in
her abdomen, and at the same
time perhaps has some vaginal
bleeding, together with nau-
sea and weakness due to loss
of blood. With such symptoms
she had better get quickly to
her obstetrician so that she
can be taken care of. Occa-
sionally, there is pain at the
tip of one shoulder due to
irritation of the midriff.
Sometimes when a woman is
not sure that she is pregnant
she can have an animal fest
for pregnancy made. Unfor-
tunately, with an ectopic
pregnancy, this test can give
a wrong result.

Out of 101 patients who
were studied for years after
an ectopic pregnancy, 37 had
a total of 70 pregnancies.
Among these 70 pregnancies,
13 were again tubal. In only
74 per cent of the cases was
the woman able to carry her
baby to term.

Families of Schizophrenics

I am so happy to read that
at last quite a few psychia-
trists are beginning to listen
to the sad stories of mental
disease and disaster that the
families of most of their psy-
chically mixed-up patients
would like to tell them. At a
recent conference on “Schiz-
ophrenia and the family,”
sponsored by the department
of psychiairy of Temple Uni-
versity in Philidelphia, Dr.
Nathan W. Ackerman report-
ed what most relatives of
schizophrenics could have
told us years ago, and this
is that when the doctor is
treating a schizophrenic child
he might as well treat also
several members of the fam-
ily, because many of them are
also odd and troubled and
difficult.

As Dr. Ackerman went on
to say, a disturbed member
of the patient’s family, if not
also helped, can easily nullify
the efforts of the psychiatrist
to help the patient who has
been brought to him.

To my way of thinking,
one of the great tragedies of
psychiatric practice is to be
found in the fact that often
the child with a tendency to
schizophrenia has to be
brought up under the worst

As Dr. Steven Fleck, a clin-
ical professor of psychiatry at
Yale went on to say so wise-
ly, all the members of a schiz-
ophrenic’s family must be
studied, and the disturbed
ones treated.

A miracle is happening,
and it may be that the psy-
chiatrists of this country will
read now without horror the
big book I have just publish-
ed, * Practical Leads to Puz-
zling Diagnoses; Illnesses that
Run Through Families"” (Lip-
pincott), in which I record
the very unhappy heredities
of hundreds of patients I have
seen in over 1000 families
whom I have come to know
well, mainly in the last 15
years. Unless the psychiatrists
agree that T am the most
monumental liar since Baron
Munchausen, I fear they and
all social workers and physi-
cians and administrators of
welfare funds, after looking
through my mass of statistics,
will have to agree that the
main cause of chronic nerv-
ous illness and human weak-

ty. The experience of the
members of my thousand
families would seem to prove

defy anyone to read my book,
with even a half-open mind,
and then come away still be-
littling the tremendous im-
portance of heredity in this
world.
