senting vote House bill 94
which effects validation- of
bonds needed to furnish
money to buy equipment and
furnishings for Sunset school
in Beaverton. The school will
be used to ease the conges-
tion in Beaverton high school.

Senate bill 23 sponsored by
the Clackamas county legisla-
tive delegation, was passed.
