The eggplant just can’t seem
to reach any degree of appeal,
as far as taste is concerned,

as smooth as velvel, a glossy
color, and a symmetrical
shape-it's very beautifully
built. It even has a certain
degree of poise, grace and
charm; if these attributes can
be applied to a vegetable. As
