Traffic Shows

Increase in Area

Average daily traffic for
January at four highway loca-

tions in Jackson county show-

ed an increase over January,
1958, the state highway de-

partment has reported.
On Highway 66, five miles

east of Ashland, 812 vehicles
were recorded for the average
daily volume compared to
701 for January, 1958, an in-

crease of 15.8 per cent. An
increase from 418 last year
to 464 this year, an 11 per
cent increase, was recorded
on.Highway 238 one mile west
of Ruch, the department re-

ported.
Traffic on Highway 62 four

miles south of Shady Cove
increased from 1,100 last year
to 1,223 this year for an 11.2
per cent increase, and the
average daily volume on High-
way 99 two miles south of
Talent showed an increase of
9.8 per cent from 6,013 last
year to 6,600 this year.

The figures are compiled
from permanent automatic
traffic recorders on rural
highways, the department
noted.

Statewide highway traffic
increased 1 per cent during
January, 1959, compared to
January, 1959, traffic. Traffic
counts are taken at 72 loca-
tions throughout the state.

Urban traffic trends show-
ed an increase of 3.8 per cent
during the same period.

Drivers who received their
licenses some years ago
should occasionally check
some of their old habits when
it comes to traffic, he said.

Discoveries Excites Hop

Particularly interesting to
psychiatrists will be the dis-

covery that the cerebro-spina- l
fluid of schizophrenics con-
tains an abnormal amount of
a protease a ferment which
affects the chemistry of pro-
teins. As yet, no one can pro-
phesy what this discovery will
lead to, but all such discover-
ies excite hope. For one thing,
they show what many phy-chiatris- ts

have long suspected,
and this is that in some cases
of schizophrenia we are
dealing not with a normal
man who in his infancy was
mentally injured by seeing
his parents naked, or some-

thing like that. No: We are
dealing with a man who in-

herited something wrong in
the chemistry of his brain and
perhaps his whole body. He
would seem to be much like
a diabetic who inherited a de-

fect in the pancreatic cells
that make insulin, or like a
man with gout who inherited
a defect in some part of Ms
body which normally gets rid
of uric acid.

As soon as we doctors can
be sure that some mental and
nervous diseases are due to
an inherited defect in body
chemistry like diabetes and
gout out the window must

Many were so stupid and im-

probable and even laughable
that they would never have
been published if they hadn't
caught the fancy of the lay
public. Certainly, most of
these theories should never
have been published in a sci-
entific journal.

Now, at last, a new type of
psychiatrist is appearing on
the scene a real scientist, a
man trained in laboratory
technics. He is studying the
functions of the brain in ani-
mals, in healthy men, and in
mentally sick men. He is find-
ing drugs which, when given
to a healthy man, cause him
in half an hour to become
psychotic for perhaps a day.
The new type of psychiatrist
keeps working with able drug
chemists who are constantly
producing new medicines
which either calm an excited
brain or stimulate a sluggish
and depressed brain.
Studying Menially 111

The modern type of psychia-
trist now is studying mentally
ill persons with chemical
methods, searching for nervous
poisons in his blood and other
body fluids. Dr. Linus Paul-
ing, one of the world's great
chemists, received a large
grant from the Ford Founda-
tion to study mentally retard-
ed children. We know of at
least one type of mental re-

tardation which is due to an
inborn defect in body chemis-
try, and now the search is on
for other similar defects.

I have just been reading of
studies recently made in
New York by Drs. Loring F.
Chapman and Harold G.
Wolff. For years, Dr. Wolff
and his associates have been
