Reminiscing about former days in Jacksonville, Mrs.
Ulrich said that she and her chums sometimes traveled to
Woodville, now called Rogue River, to visit the Birdseye
family and other friends. By horse and buggy, the trip took
an entire day. The travelers would spend the night in Wood-

ville, visit the next day and the third day would be spent
on the return trip.

Mrs. Ulrich was born in the brick house which stands
near the Jacksonville museum. The home belonged to her
grandfather, Judge P. P. Prim (Mrs. Ulrich's mother was
Ella Prim), who came across the plains in the early 1850's
when the gold fever was on the land. He later was one of
Oregon's first chief justices of the state supreme court, and
was one of the founders of the Pioneer Society of Oregon
in 1879.

Potpourri was especially interested in the painting by
Dorland Robinson which Mrs. Ulrich owns. This gifted
young woman, daughter of the pioneer physician, Dr. J. W.
Robinson, died rather young but some of her works are
prized possessions of Jackson county families. Her father
established a drug store in Jacksonville which served resi-
dents for many years and then for a time ceased to operate.
It was recently and is now being operated as
part of the Foster chain in the county.
