shift or blow off. Interestingly,
when a man with a good hair
piece goes for a haircut, he
has to warn the barber not to
trim his hair piece as well as
the fringe of hair he still has
on the sides and back of his
head.

Harwick tells of a presi-
dent of a big insurance com-

pany who insists that' any
balding salesmen working for
him must wear a hair piece.
He feels so strongly about this
that he pays for the hair piece.

Washington (Science Sver-ic-e

- S o m e 70 compounds
which have shown anti-tum- or

activity in laboratory animals
are being evaluated in human
patients. This is the result of
a nationwide program in
which about 40,000 chemical
materials a year being screen-
ed for anti-tum- activity.

Such is one of the directions
cancer research has taken in
recent years, Dr. Carl G. Bak-

er, assistant director of the
National Cancer Institute, told
the Science Talent Institute
here today.

One out of three cancer pa
tients are being cured today
compared with one out of ten
30 years ago. Improvements
in cancer treatment are out-

growths of research, Dr. Bek-e- r
said.

Advances Pointed Out
He pointed to recent ad-

vances in biochemistry, vir-

ology, genetics, tissue culture,
immunology and biophysics as
having provided powerful
tools for study of the relation-
ship of viruses and cancer. If
such a relationship can be
positevely demonstrated, he
said it might lead to eventual
production of a vaccine against
human cancers.
