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ITH THE EMPHASIS now on stereo, we'd
Wlike to give you a review of some of
the fine “new-sound” packages on your
local record-shop shelves. So, here goes.

Two magnificently recorded packages,
Mozart's “Le Nozze di Figaro” and Franz
Lehar's “Giuditta,” are available on Lon-
don, and from Broadway comes Colum-
bia’s original-cast etching of “The Flower
Drum Song.”

In the classical field you will also find
“Sibelius’ Songs” by Kirsten Flagstad, and
Grieg's “Peer Gynt" incidental music
played by the London Symphony, both on
the London label. Rondo has two fine
examples of two-eared listening in Bach's
“Brandenburg Concertos Nos. 3 and 4” by
the Philharmonic Orchestra of Hamburg
and “A Stereo Visit to Spain” featuring
the Argentona Orchestra, From RCA
comes Offenbach’s “Gaité Parisienne” by
the Boston Pops Orchestra.

If popular music is your cup of musical
brew, try the following for size: “Holiday
Music for Happy People,” Bobby Roberts
and his band, “Love Dances of Brazil,"”
Emanuel Vardi's orchestra, and “Boppin’
at the Hop,” the Lawson-Haggart band,
all on Decca; “Let's Face the Music and
Pance," Eddie Bergman's orchestra, Coral;
