Best Interest

This restriction is consid-
ered to be in the best interest
of policyholders in order to
avoid the heavy increases in
renewal term rates in later
life.

Brannock added that hold-
ers of the present term pol-
icies also have several plans
of permanent insurance to
which they can convert im-
mediately. However, the pre-
miums for permanent plans,
while they never.increase, are
in a higher bracket than term
insurance.

Veterans not wishing to in-
cur the expense at this time of
the permanent type plans can
save money while waiting by
exchanging their original term
policies to the new low-cost
type, Brannock said. Both the
present and the new term pol-
icies can be converted at any
time, without physical exam-
ination to a VA permanent
type plan.
