idea that radiation set up
atomically could do this is
discounted.

Although scientists are
learning much about the
earth’s magnetic and electric
fields by studying informa-
tion from the Atlantic tests,
thev could have learned much
more from the Pacific ones if
there had been rockets and a
satellite equipped to take the
same kinds of measurements
there.

Many Effects Spotied

As it is, using only the rou-
tine recordings made as part
of the International Geophysi-
cal Year, scientists have spot-
ted many effects caused by
the charged particles released
in the Pacific blasts.

A hydrogen bomb exploded
high in the atmosphere has
been described as affecting
the earth’s very high atmos-
phere and magnetic and elec-
tric fields as the sun would if
it suddenly shone in the mid-
dle of the night. These effects
included a blackout of radio
communications, a visual au-
rora and pronounced changes
in the earth’s magnetic field.

The radio blackout was due
to the sudden increase in the
density of elecirons in the up-
per atmosphere due to gamma

radiation produced by the ex-
plosion. The magnetic changes
resulted from charged parti-
cles propagated along the in-
visible lines of force of the
| earth’s magnetic field.
Weaker Degree

These same effects were
also found from the atomic
blasts in the South Atlantic,
but to a very much weaker
degree. The atomic bursts
were reported “low yield”
ones by Deputy Defense Sec-
retary Donald A. Quarles at a
news conference here, This
would be eguivalent to about
one to five kilotons (thous-
ands of tons) of TNT. The hy-
drogen bomb blasts are rated
in megatons, or millions of
tons, and are therefore some
1,000 times stronger.

scientisis base their studies
are being forwarded to Rus-
sia under the International
Geophysical ¥ ear program
agreements.

The Atlantic shois, it is sug-
gested here, may have been
carried out in a hurried and
ill-planned manner, in order
to make the tests before the
U.S. suspended nuclear explo-
sions last fall prior to the
start of the Geneva talks with
Russia and Great Britain on
an agreement to ban future
bomb tests.

tense psychological pain and
led to emotional isolation and
sleeplessness.
