Courts Hecognize
Value Dus For Services
Sadie, a young woman in
North Carolina, married a
man she considered to be her
finance. She lived with him
for about two vears and dur-
ing that time loaned him $200
and cared for him during an
illness which took his life.
Upon the man’s death, Sadie
discovered that he had al-
ready been married for sev-
eral years to another woman.
This meant Sadie’s so-called
marriage was void.
Could Seek Damages

According fo the laws in
North Carolina at the time,
Sadie could seek damages
from the man who had
wronged her.

The courts have come to
recognize that it was neces-
sary to provide a legal remedy
in cases of this sort. The
courts now feel there is an
implied promise on the part
of the person enriched by his
misconduct to pay the injured
person the reasonable value
of the benefit bestowed.

If this were not the case,
say the courts, a person could
become unjustly enriched at
the expense of an innocent
person,

The North Carolina court
held that Sadie was entitled
to recover from the estate of
the deceased the reasonable
value of her services, and, of
course, the money she had
loaned the deceased. From
this recovery would be de-

ducted the value of benefits,
