The Great Complexity of The
Brain

In a remarkable article by
Dr. John C. Eccles in the Sci-
entific American, the doctor

gives some

complex brain
works. He
quotes Dr
Karl S. Lash-le- y,

who be-

lieves that
there are mil-
lions of neu-
rons,Dr. Alvarez or tiptop

units, involved in the recall
of any memory. Eccles speaksalso of 10 billions of neurons
in the brain. This enormous
number helps us to under-
stand how it can be that a
man of 75 or 80 can remem
ber probably a few million
happenings, or words, or
scenes or facts which he has
met with in his lifetime.

Much against some of the
often weird ideas of the psy-
choanalysts of the last 30
years is the fact that the brain
of the new-bor- n child is no-
where near --finished. As we
all know from watching ba-

bies, it takes them months to
learn to do evert so simple
a thing as to grasp something
and carry it to the mouth. It
is a year or more before they
can talk or walk. It is usual-
ly four years before the brain
can so store facts that thev
will be remembered in later
years. The electroencephalo-
grams of the baby show little
sign of activity in his brain;
and the child has to be 10
or 11 before the electrical
records are typically those of
an adult.
Education Required

Dr. Eccles says, "a long
period of education is requir-
ed before the little brain de-

velops to the point that it
can identify and recognize
many of the impressions that
keep streaming into it from
the eyes, ears, fingers, lips
and nose. The infant has to
learn by experience the mean-
ing of thousands of impres-
sions that come to him
through his several senses.
We adults know what most
of these impressions are be-

cause we have experienced
them thousands of times, but
the baby does not know what
happened when his diaper pin
came open and pricked him.
As Dr. Eccles says, it is very
interesting to neurologists to
see how an adult has to learn
many things when, with the
removal of congenital cata-

racts, he begins to see the
world about him. Chimpan-
zees have similiar experienc-
es when, during their youth,
they are reared in darkness,
and later released into the
light.
Thumb-Suckin- g

Recently, I read an interest-
ing article by Drs. A. S. Trais-ma- n

and H. S. Traisman who
made a study of 2,650 child-
ren. They found that, at some
time, 45.6 per cent had suck-

ed either their thumbs or fin-

gers. There was no sex dif-

ference. Seventy-fiv- e per cent
began the habit during the
