of the patients. The only other
possibility left was to get as-

sistants, but that plan didn't
work well.

The only
man likely to stay with me
was a man who wasn't as
able as I wanted him to be.
I still don't know a really
good solution for the prob-

Science Program

Director Named
Eugene-Claren- ce O. Diebel,

professor of chemistry at
Southern Oregon college, Ash-

land, has been appointed di-

rector of the University of

Oregon's science demonstration-l-

ecture program.
The program is supported

by a $382,000 grant from the
National Science Foundation.
It will involve training of 20

high school science teachers
here this summer. The teach-
