Algiers -(- CPE- A wave of
rebel terrorism appeared Tues-
day to have succeeded in its
purpose-keepi- ng voters away
from the polls in the third
day of Algieria's municipal
elections.

The rebel terror joined
forces with political apathy
and confusion to place doubt
on outcome of the elections.
Voters stayed away in droves
and there was no clear-cu- t in

dication of whether President
Charles de Gaulle or his ex-

treme right-win- g opponents
were winning.

The political confusion
arose from the unprecedented
number of competing right-win- g

tickets. Most candidates
campaigned bitterly against
each other on nearly identical
platforms calling for Alger-
ia's "integration" with France.

But I soon tired of that, and
went back to work in my
father's factory. I have been
working hard ever since, and
my heart has never bothered
me." Evidently, he had a con-

genital abnormality of the
heart which interfered so
little with its functions that
he never was handicapped by
it.
