Individual balloting by dis- |
cussion group members in 22
Oregon counties also recom-
mended the U.S. make greater
use of the United Nations
wherever possible.

Ballots were tabulated this
week by Oregon State college |
extension service on the dis-|
cussion topic, “What Chal-
lenges to Diplomat and Citi-
zen?"

Debate Foreign Pelicy

Three-fourths of the voters
thought U.S. citizens should
debate foreign policy freely |
at any time, while about 15/
per cent said citizens should |
refrain from public debate|
during times of foreign pol-
icy crisis. About 50 per cent
favored U.S. encouragement
and help to private enterprise
to play a larger role in foreign
investment and economic de-
velopment, and 17 per cent op-
posed such help. Others ex-
pressed no opinion.

Eighty-five per cent be-
lieved the U.S. should place
greater emphasis on non-mili-
tary phases of foreign policy
such as economic develop-
ment, cultural exchange, and
political cooperation. Two-
thirds favored increased dip-
lomatic pay and prerequisites
io develop professional career
diplomats to serve in more
posts,

Concluding Discussion

The concluding discussion
of the series also brought a
80 per cent vote favoring par-
ticipation in Great Decisions
next vear. About 75 per cent
sald the series would give
them betier understanding of
future news developments in|
foreign policy. |

If a check has
been lost or destroyed the
same information should be
furnished, but in addition, it
will be necessary fo complete
certain forms before a dupli-
cate can be issued.
