Truman Sees No
Policy Change
Under Herter

The foreign policy of the United States is shaped and
determined so largely by our needs for security and preser-
vation of world peace that no abrupt change, even in the
person of the occupant of the White House, could result in
a significant change in that policy today.

I, therefore, do not foresee any material difference, with
the appointment of Christian A. Herter to succeed John Fos-
ter Dulles, in what we must do.

Instrument of President

Whatever special qualifications Secretary Herter brings
to his office~and they are impressive—-we must understand
that he will be the instrument of the President, who alone
has the responsibility of making foreign policy.

In these anxious and dangerous times, the responsibility

.and the role of the President in the conduct of foreign policy

cail, more than ever, for his constant personal vigilance and
direction.

A President must know what he wants to do. and he is
the only person in a position to get it done, no matter who is
Secretary of States. The tragic illness of John Foster Dulles
removed at a critical moment, a dynamic and influential
instrument of the President.

Capable Diplomat

The new Secretary of State is an experienced public
servant and a capable diplomat. He is of a different temper-
ament from that of his predecessor. In certain respecis he
will act more as the instrument of the President.

Time, alone, of course, will tell how effective he is in
negotiations with the Comuunists and in dealings with our
Allies. I remember him well when, as a member of the
House of Representatives, he helped in the bi-partisan effort
to bring about Congressional approval of the Marshall Plan.

The necessity and the circumstances of the new appoint-
ment, I hope, will help correct the notion that a Secretary
of State, under our Constitution; can ever assume the role
of the President in the making of foreign policy.

The President, himself, cannot properly delegate that re-
sponsibility, no matter how brilliant or distinguished a Sec-
retary of State may be.

No Deviation

Buring my Administration there were four Secretaries of
State, but at no time was there any departure or deviation
from the basic policy followed by this country. They were
each in his own way highly individualistic, with pronounced
gifts, qualities and temperaments. But they all knew that
final decision on high policy matters had to be made in the
White House by the President.

The«exercise of this responsibility cannot be a matter of |

discretion on the part of the President, no matter what his
opinion or whatever regard or esteem he may have for
his Secretary of State, or how much he may rely upon his
skill and judgment.

There should never be any doubt in the mind of the
man in the Kremlin or among our Allies that the President,
himself, is exercising his full responsibility as the architect
of our foreign policy.

There have been several critical moments in recent his-
tory where confusion has resulted because critics of this
country claimed that our diplomatic spokesman did not speak
with the final authority of the President.

Herter Co

nfident

Western Powers

Will Present Unity

Paris'— [P — Secretary of,

State Christian Herter
plunged today into the first
major challenge of his new
job and said he was confident
the western powers would
meet the Russians at the Ge-
neva conference “with unity
and firmness of purpose.”

Herter's job will be to try
to weld a solid western front
for the foreign ministers con-
ference,

He was brimming with con-
fidence as he stepped off a
U.S. Air Force plane and pre-
dicted, “We shall be able to
agree whole-heartedly on the
course we must follow in our
common interest.”
Differences Admitied

At the same time Herter ad-
mitted that different view-
points existed among the west-
ern powers. It is “only natu-
ral” that these *“somewhat
different points of view" exist
on the East-West crisis, he
said.

Herter spoke briefly to re-
porters on arriving for a for-
mal conference Wednesday
with the foreign ministers of
Britain, France and West Ger-
many on the package pro-
gram they will present to So-

viet Minister Andrei Gro-
'myko in Geneva May 11.

Herter scheduled a cenfer-
ence with President Charles
de Gaulle almost at once to
begin his arduous task of re-
building Western unity to
cope with the tough Soviet
stand on Germany and West
Berlin,

Though backed by solid U.S.
Senate approval and a firm
declaration by President Ei-
senhower, Herter faced major
difficulties. Former Secretary
of State John Foster Dulles is
regarded by the Western Al-
lies as the strongest secretary
in generations and to them
Herter is yet unproved.

Allotted by FCC;

The federal communications
commission in Washington,
D.C., has alloted television

Channel 10 to Medford effec-
tive June 4, it was learned
today.

After that date, the FCC
will accept applications for
television stations. The appli-
cations will be placed on the
docket for public hearing to
determine which applicant is
to be granted the channel.

Two local groups have an-
nounced their intention to ap-
ply for the channel. Last July
a group headed by John Wil-
liams, incorporated as TOT in-
dustries, announced that it in-
tended to seek the Channel 10
allocation.

In January of this year,
Radio Medford, Inc., operators
of radio station KMED, re-
vealed similar intentions.

It is understood that both
groups are interested in affili-
ating with the National Broad-
casting company, KBES- TV,
the only local television sta-
tion at present, is affiliated
primarily, but not exclusively,
with the Columbia Broadcast-
ing company.

For consideration by the
FCC, each applicant making
application must meet certain
qualifications. Brogdcasting
and television 'stations must
operate in the public interest,
convenience and necessity,
and show proof of adequate
financial backing.

House Committee
Votes More Money
For Health, Welfare

Washington—{UPl-The House
Appropriations committee an-
grily assailed President Ei-
senhower’s balanced budget
today and voted to add $181,-
391,700 to spending he pro-
posed for Health, Education
and Welfare.

Accusing the administration
of trying to economize at the
expense of the people's health
the committee said its officials
concealed budget plans for
cutting back federal research
to combat cancer, heart dis-

| ease and many other ailments.

Called Unrealistic

It described administration |
spending plans for health pro-

grams as “‘completely unreal-
istic. . .unthinkable. . .gross
foolishness. Inconceivable.”

The commitfee approved in-
creases totaling 5131,892,000
for the Office of Education;
and $2,000,000 for the Food
and Drug Administration,

It also alloted an extra $1.-
215,000 for welfare programs
handled by the Social Secur-
ity Administration.

The increases were written
into a $3,915.084,181 appro-
priation to finance the Health,
Education and Welfare De-
partment and the Labor De-
partment and related labor
agencies during the fiscal
year starting next July 1.
Red Ink Spending

Funds for labor programs
were trimmed to $547,114,500,
a cuf of $23,112,500, but in-
creases elsewhere raised the

$8.335 Contributed

A total of $8.335.02 has thus
far been collected in the
American Cancer Society’s
Jackson county drive, society
officials have announced.

Neighbors Rush
To Help Crush
Invasion Force

Watershed in Path
Of Advancing Group

Panama -P}- A spearhead
force of 20 invaders struck
across the San Blas Mountain
range today in what appeared
to be the start of a drive
across the isthmus to Panama
City 60 miles away.

There was a possibility they
would run into U. S. troops.

Reports of the thrust from
the coast arrived as Panama’s
American neighbors rushed to
help the government crush the
invasion group before it could
get reinforcements.

Policed by U. S

The advance group of rev-
olutionaries headed south to-
ward an abandoned railroad
bed which would help the
first 20 miles of their penetra-
tion into the jungle.

Halfway between them and
Panama City lies the Lake
Madden watershed which sup-
plies electricity and water to
operate the canal and water
for Panama City, Colon and
the Canal Zone.

The watershed is policed by
U. S-Canal Zone forces.

The council of the Organiz-
ation of American States,
meeting in Washington,
passed a resolution calling on
its members to “‘use all means
at their disposal” to prevent
rebels in their territory from
attacking Panama.

Political Opposition

Informed sources in Pana-
ma said the invasion was
prompted by nothing more
than political opposition
wanting to get back in power.

Sizeable rebel reinforce-
ments from Cuba were re-
ported converging on Panama
where loyal forces, strength-
ened by U.S. arms and am-
munition, were fighting to en-
circle invaders who seized a
coastal village.

A government communi-
que said “‘several” invaders
were killed or wounded in a
clash with patrol boats lying
off invader-held Nombre de
Dios, 75 miles from the Pana-
ma Canal, in the first known
fighting in the four-day-old in
vasion.

The invaders alsp fired on
a government reconnaissance
plane over the Caribbean vil-
lage, the government said.

An official announcement
said the national guard — Pan-
ama’s only armed force - is
patrolling the waters off
Nombre de Dios to block es-
cape by sea while ground
troops “maintain complete
vigilance on land.”

Clare Boothe Luce
Wins Confirmation

Washington — (UPl - The Sen-
ate today confirmed the nomi-
nation of Mrs, Clare Boothe
Luce as ambassador to Brazil
over scattered Democratic op-
position.

The roll call was 79-11.

In the two days of debate
she was denounced by some
Democrats as an unqualified,
“purely political” appointee.

Approval came after the Re-
publican leadership launched
a full-scale defense of the chic
former ambassador to Italy

Rescuers Chipping Through Solid
Rock in Effort To Save Trapped Dog

Owasso, Okla. —PI- Vol-
unteers working with air
hammers chipped their way
slowly through solid reck
today toward Little Richard
a young ‘coon dog enirap-
ped for nearly five days.

Telephone calls from
towns surrounding this
northeastern Oklahoma
community poured into the
office of Little Richard’'s
master, funeral home oper-
ator Larry Wilson, 20. They
offered help and encour-
agement.

““We've had the telephone
ringing all the time,” Wil-
son said. “They've offered
to get in ihere on their

hands and knees to help get
Little Richard out.”

A dozen workers from the
Thor Tool Co., Public Serv-
ice Co., Oklahoma Natural
Gas Co.., and volunteers
manned an air hammer
through the night.

Little Richard's whimp-
ers, filtering out of the cave
when the air compressors
paused, assured them he
was still alive.

A fire depariment hose
was snaked into the crev-
asse to provide water but
veterinarian John Collins,
advised against feeding him
during the rescue for fear

he would gain weight and

become more tightly wedg-
ed than ever.

The crevasse in which the
dog was caught begins as a
small cave angling sharply
down from the upper slope
of Rocky Hills near Owasso.
It narrows quickly to a
foot-wide fissure in which
the dog was wedged. Work-
ers assembled on the hill
slopes, and attacked the nar-
row opening fo widen it
enough fo try to reach the
dog and lift him out,

Wilson said Little Rich-
ard was chasing raccoons
sometime last Thursday
when he apparently jumped
or fell into the cave.
