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Can One Sell One's Body
To a Medical School?

Quite a few persons write
saying that they would like
to sell their body to a medi

cal school. A
while ago I
asked the pro-
fessor of anat-
omy in a med-
ical school
what he
thought about
this, and he
said that, at
least in his

Dr. Alvare state, he
couldn't enter into any such
agreement with a person be-

cause, after he or she died,
the agreement would not be
binding on the relatives. To-

day, quite a few people are
leaving their eyes to an eye-ban- k

which is, I think, a won-

derful idea. Another wonder-
ful idea is to have many more
autopsies done. "When my fa-

ther died and I had an autop-
sy performed, the report gave
me great comfort, and it con-

tinues to give me great com-

fort because, except for a lit-

tle patch of pneumonia, his
body was remarkably sound,
and his arteries were like
those of a boy. The fact that
his body was so young at the
age of 84 makes it much more
probable that I can live in
comfort past 80. Longevity or
lack of longevity is decidedly
inherited in families.

In all cases, relatives of
someone who has just died
should gladly consent to an
autopsy. It helps doctors to
learn medicine, and often it
gives a family information
that can be of great value or
comfort to them. A while ago
a man came in to thank me
for having induced his moth
er to consent to an autopsy on
her husband. Later, when the
family came to look at the
man's insurance policy, taken
out long ago, they found that
if he had died "of kidney trou
ble" they could not have col
lected anything. Anxiously,
they called up the pathologist
who had made the autopsy,
and were greatly relieved to
learn that the man (who had
died of an unsuspected cancer
of the lung) had had kidneys
which, aside from an old scar,
were normal.

A woman aged 38 writes
that she still is wetting the
bed, and as she says, "No one
but a person who suffers from
such enuresis can know what
fear, shame,

and mental anguish these
persons go through. One feels
so alone and so different from
other people; and one cannot
travel or visit anyone, or go
to a hotel or sleep away from
home." She wonders if per-
haps she could start a club of
grown-up- s who still wet the
bed! She thinks if they could
correspond with one another,
they wouldn't be quite so
lonely and so unhappy. There
certainly now are many, clubs
made up of hundreds of peo-
ple who because of cancer
have an opening into their
large bowel or even into their

people who suffer from the
same rare disease love to talk
to one another about their
common problems.
Skin Diseases

Many people write asking
me to prescribe for their ecze-

ma, psoriasis, scleroderma,
pemphigus, dermatomyositis,
lupus erythematosus, itchi-
ness, acne, or an extremely
dry skin. If my correspond-
ents only knew more about
skin, diseases, they would
know how unwise it would be
to try to diagnose or treat
skin diseases by mail. The pa-

tient should try to find a good
skin specialist, and then stay
with him for a while. The doc-

tor may have to try out a num-
ber of treatments, or he may
have to modify, a treatment
from time to time. '

A eczema may
turn out to be due to an aller-
gy, or to irritation by some
chemical which the man uses
in his shop, or it may be due
to some chemical change tak-
ing place in his body. It dis-
tresses me to know that peo-
ple will be terribly disap-
pointed not to get a prescrip-
tion from me, especially after
they have written me a long
letter. I only wish they knew
how bad it might be for them
if I were to try to guess what
ointment would be good for
their skin. '
