Acute Leukemia in Children

One of the most awful dis-
eases known is acute leuke-
mia. It is especially bad when
it attacks a
child. Up un-
til a few years
ago, one might
see a child
running
around, ap-
parently
healthy, and
a few weeks
later he might

Dr. Alvarez  be dead. Now,
such a child can often be kept
alive for a year or more. I
was just reading a report of
Dr. Sidney Farber, director of
the Children’s Cancer Re-
search Foundation in Boston.
Out of the 900 leukemic chil-
dren his group have treated
in the last several years, half
have survived for 14 months
or more, and an additional 10
per cent have survived for
nearly three years.

A number of these children
are still alive. Two have sur-
vived for five years. Evident-
ly, then, there is some hope
on the horizon. Dr. Farber
said that the two best drugs
they have found are metho-
trexate and 6-mercaptopurine.
He urges all physicians, when
they find a child who is ane-
mic, to have studies made to
rule out a beginning leuke-
mia. Many mothers are now
asking me anxiously if their
child who played with a child
with leukemia will get the dis-
ease. Or they ask if when a
child gets leukemia, will oth-
er children in the family get
it. Fortunately, I can answer
“No” to both questions. The

Extensive Research
On Stuitering

i
Highly intelligent parents
of stuttering children will be
interested in a fine study just

published by Professor Wen-
dell Johnson and his associ-
ates (University of Minnesota
Press, Minneapolis). The re-
searchers studied 246 children
who were stuttering and 246
children who were non-stut-
terers. The parenis of both of
these groups of children were
also studied. There were four
times as many stutterers
among the relatives of stut-
terers than in the relatives of
the non-stutters. Unfortunate-
ly modern taboos against even
looking at heredity- being
what they are, the research
workers apparently did not
ask if there was mental dis-
ease of any kind in the fami-
lies of the stutterers. Also,
there doesn't seem to have
been enough study made of
the general nervous and mus-
cular makeup of the stutter-
ing children. Left-handedness
did not appear to be a factor.

The observers felt that a
big factor in causing a child
to keep stuttering is the over-
anxiety and distress of his
parents. If they become very
anxious or critical, or if they
get much annoyed or angry,
the child will be much more
likely to keep stuttering than
he would be if the parenis
had at first paid little atten-
tion to his “er'-ing or “uh’-
ing.

Professor Johnson has al-
ways maintained that most
parents of stutterers are re-
miss in failing to remember
how many of us adults, for all
of our life, tend while talking
to hesitate and repeat. It is
only a rare man who can talk
as rapidly and as unhesitat-
ingly as does a master of cere-
monies at a television show.
