Dr. John J. Rainey writes

Some physicians "take away
the patient's table salt, and
others give injections of nico-
tinic acid. As Dr. Rainey says,
take comfort from the fact
that "No one ever dies of this
affliction. If you are patient,
time will heal you." 1
