Washington -(-CPD- The gov-

ernment has publicly sought
forgiveness from thousands of

Japanese ancestry for the
"mistake" of forcing them
into World War II relocation
centers after the attack on
Pearl Harbor.

At a ceremony attended by
high government officials, the
Justice Department formally
completed a program to re-

turn U.S. citizenship to most
of those Nisei who renounced
it in a wave of bitterness
against their confinement.
Attempt To Correct Error

Attorney General William
P. Rogers said, the program
was an attempt to "make up
for a mistake our nation
made" toward a group of its
citizens. Assistant Attorney
General George C. Doub ex-

pressed hope that the Nisei
would "have the charity to
forgive their government."

Rogers said 72,000 persons
of , Japanese ancestry were
forced out of their West Coast
homes and into the centers.

UAR Draft Law on

Health Insurance
Cairo OJPD The United

Arab Republic has drafted a
law providing for a compul-
sory health insurance system
for civil servants.

The plan will be imple-
mented in stages, and will

eventually benefit 300,000
civil servants in Cairo alone.

A medical treatment organ-
ization will be formed to pro-
vide medical services for civil
servants and their families
against a small percentage of
their salaries plus a nominal
fee.

The costs of applying the
law in Cairo will amount to
768,000 Egyptian pounds
($1,920,000). About one-thir- d

will be paid by the govern-
ment. The rest will be col-

lected ' from civil servants
themselves.

Highway Traffic

Shows Increase
Highway traffic in south-r- n

Oregon showed a substan-
tial increase last month com-

pared to a year ago, the state
highway department has an-

nounced.
On Highway 66 five miles

east of Ashland the average
daily traffic last month was
1,213, compared to 1,013 dur-

ing April, 1958, an increase
of 19.7 per cent.

A 14.4 per cent Increase,
from 479 last year to 548 this
April, was recorded at the de-

partment's traffic counter on
Highway 238 one mile west of
Ruch.

The average dally traffic
for April on Highway 62 four
miles south of Shady Cove
was 1,639, an increase of 21.6
per cent from the 1,348 re-

corded in April, 1958, the de
partment reported.

A 12.2 per cent increase
was noted on Highway 99 two
miles south of Talent. The
average daily traffic last
month was 7,501, compared to
6,688 in April, 1958, at that
counter.

Highway traffic throughout
the state increased 7.1 per
cent last month at the 68 traf-
fic counters, the department
said.
