° Admifs Hoax in

Holdup Report

San Francisco —(UPI- Joseph
F. Pearce faced a charge to-
day of faking a holdup at a
bank as a teller and opening
an account with half the loot
reported missing.

FBI agents said Pearce, 25,
admitted the holdup he re-
ported March 31 was a hoax,
but e denied he had taken
the $2050 missing from his
cage.

Pearce was fired from the
job he held for two years and
arraigned yesterday on a fed-
eral complaint charging him
with filing false information
and withholding material
facts from the FBI.

A spokesman for the US.
attorney’s office said agents
worked for weeks on the as-
sumption Pearce had been
robbed of 20 hundred dollar
bills by a well-dressed man
in his late 40s. However, they
became suspicious when none
of the 25 persons in the bank
at the time of the alleged hold-

Qup remembered seeing a man
fitting the description given
by the teller. When it was
found that Pearce had quietly
opened an account, depositing
$1,000, agents quest.ioned his
story.

At his arraignment Pearce
steadfastly denied taking the
money. He said he had been
saving money in a fruit jar at
home and decided to put it
into the bank.

Capt. Ake Lennart Berg-
lund, pilot of the plane, said
he saw no Iraqi fighter planes
in the air when he received
the radio order.

An Alitalia DC-6 carrying
17 " passenges was forced by
Iraqi jets to land at Baghdad
Airport May 6. That airliner
was held for 27 hours before
it was allowed to proceed.

Most passengers aboard the
SAS airliner said they were
not worried about the inci-
dent and it had caused them
little inconvenience. The
plane was two hours late dnto
Rome, the next stop after Bei-
rut.

Hatfield Defends |Extra $140 Million

ToStrengthen Army,
Marine Corps Sought

Washington-{UPI-Rep. Daniel
J. Flood (D-Pa) urged the
House today to override the
Eisenhower administra-
tion and vote an extra $140
million to sirengthen the
Army and Marine Corps.

A hot floor fight loomed
over the proposal as the House
prepared to wind up debate
on the $38,848,339,000 defense
appropriation bill and begin
voting on amendments.
Amendments Fail

Another controversy was
sure to develop over an
amendment. by Rep. William
E. Minshall (R-Ohio) to wipe
out the $200 million remain-
ing in the bill for procurement
of the Air Force Bomarc mis-
sile.

Both Flood and Minshall
failed to get their amendments
adopted when the House Ap-
propriations Committee ap-
proved the bill. Committee
leaders as well as administra-
tion forces were expected to
oppose the proposals on the
floor.

Indications were that the
House would pass the bill and
send it to the Senate by night-
fall, although lengthy debate
on amendments could delay
final action until Thursday.
Less Than Regquest

As written by the Appropri-
ationa Committee, the bill
carried $399,861,000 less than
President Eisenhower request-
ed. Though the committee
made major charges in some
of the President’s proposed
programs it did not appear
that the administration would
seek to alter the bill in the
House.

Flood said he would offer
a series of amendments which
would add enough cash to #i-
nance a 900,000-oman Army
and Marine Corps of 200,000
men. He Indicated he would
attempt to make the increases
mandatory.

Congress voted extra money
last year to forestall a cut in
the Army from 900,000 to

870,000 men by next June 30,
but the administration has
gone ahead with the reduction
anyway. The Marine Corps is
being trimmed to 175,000
men,

men and five children, miss.
ing and feared drifting in the
Mississippi were found safe
near Memphis Tuesday night.

Bill Urdak, 28, his two chil-
dren, Johnny 3, and Michele,
6, Army M/Sgt. Virgil Green,
28, of Ft. Benning, Ga.,, and
his three children, Billy 12,
David, 10, and Diane, 8, had
been sought by nearly 30
boats that scoured the river
below Memphis.

The men said they put their
14-foot motorboat in McKel-
ler lake intending to reach the
river channel and go up river
to land at the Memphis water-
front. Their wives drove to
the landing place.

Beached in Iniet

Urdak and Green sald that
a5 they reached the main
channel the boat's motor be-
gan missing and théy turned
into an inlet and buchod
their craft.

They said they hailed pase-
ing boats but no one heard
them. Urdak was fully cloth-
ed. The rest wore only bath-
ing suits, but life preservers
helped them keep warm.

The men's wives waited
thres hours at the landing,
then called police, who alert-
ed the Coast Guard and city
marine rescue squadron.

The woman recently was
released from the state hos-
pital at Salem, and two in-
dictments against her were
returned by the Josephine
county grand jury.

The McCurdy children,
Pamela, 11, and Paul, 9, were
killed with a butcher knife
in a Grants Pass motel. The
mother was arrested later in
Portland, charged with mur-
der in the death of the boy
and subsequently committed
to the state hospital.

Said Unable To Plea

Mrs. McCurdy's attorney,
Gene Brown, told the court
Tuesday ,that his client still
was “unable” to enter a plea.
He also said she appeared to
be under the jurisdiction of
the state hospital yet and
filed for dismisgal of the
charges.

Circuit Judge Edward C.
Kelly postponed a decision
until June 15. District Attor-
rey Max McMillin filed for
diamissal of the original in-
dictment against Mrs. McCur-
dy, returned in 1948, and
Judge Kelly postponed a rul-
ing until June 13 so argu-
ments gould be heard.
