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that will win a degree of rec-

ognition. However, the moth-
er who gets "riled" when
"other children get ahead of
hers may not only defeat her
own ends, but takes all the
joy out of doing and learning.

Anne should consider the
possibility that her excessive
interest in having the children
shine may have resulted in
her getting a false impression.
A teacher, responsive to her
maternal pride and ambition,
may have said that the IQ's
were high when she meant
high enough or average-hig- h.

The "very high" of the oldest
boy indicates something more,
but it is most unfair to him to
set a rigid standard for his
performance. This boy may
be the kind of "dreamer" who
finds school too dull and rou-

tine, but who will eventually
find something that captures
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his interest and will then
prov his mettle.

It is quite possible that the
stammer has been caused by
his mother's pressure. His
parents should not call atten-
tion to it or ask him to re-

peat words. They should seek
help from a child guidance
clinic.
