The millipede has been
called a “thousand legged
worm.” Regardless of how

leggy the millipede looks it
falls far short of having a

thousand legs. It is “way
gshort”, the creature lacks
about 836.

The millipede's body is as
flexible as a rubber band. It
ecan move in and out of crev-
ices with exactly the ease
with which a stream of water
flows over a gravel bed. The
body is composed of 82 body
segments. Each body segment
is a distinct section and each
section is equipped with two
pairs of jointed legs; 164 legs
in all.

Unlike the centipede,
who has less legs and whose
name means “hundred-leg-
ged,” the millipede is just
