stance, last week I saw a wo-

man whose abdominal pain
and. terrible itching I suspect-
ed could be due to some unhap- -

piness. To ail my questions
about problems in her home
and life she answered that all
was well, and she had no dif-
ficulties. When I asked about
her husband, she said he was
a fine man-a- n executive with
a good income, so she had a
lovely home, her own car, and
no worries.

Finally, I tried two little
tricks I often use; first I ask
quickly, "Are you happy?" If
all physicians were to ask that
one question, there would be
100,000 fewer operations per-
formed every year in this
country. The woman said,
"Ye-es,- " but she waited a tell-
tale moment, which showed
me she was hiding a story.
Then, I asked my other "trick
question;" "Do you ever think
of divoree?" And she said, ap-

parently before she could re-

strain herself, "Yes, several
times I have begged him to
give me a divorce, but he
won't." Then, of course, I was
able to get the long story of
a marriage which had been a
mistake and a sorrow from
the start. Unfortunately, I
could not see where, with
children in the home, much
could be done about it, but I
could advise her strongly not
to have her silent gallbladder
removed. It wasn't causing
any of her trouble.
Pain in Abdomen

As I was writing this, a
nervously distressed woman
came to complain of a pain in
her abdomen. Three years ago
this had started when she had
gone to pieces over her hus-
band's heavy drinking. Her
doctor, too busy to get her
story . of great unhappiness
and worry, operated to re-

move her1 unoffending appen-
dix. Naturally, this had done
no good. Her trouble was that
she was frantic with anxiety
over how she was to pay the
rent and buy food for the
children. I asked the woman
why she hadn't told the sur-

geon, or me (I had to get the
story from her mother) what
was going on at home, and she
said, as so many of these wo-

men do, that first she didn't
know that great anxiety could
cause abdominal pain, and
second, she didn't think it
honorable for a woman to ex-

pose her husband's shame; it
seemed to her a disloyal thing
to do.

One trouble with many of
these women who conceal
their domestic unhappiness, is
that they --do not want a di-

agnosis of "nerves." To them
this seems disgraceful; and so
they say nothing about their
alcoholic or unfaithful hus-
band; they do not tell of their
shock at finding love letters
in their husband's coat pocket,
or they do not tell of the dic-

tatorial old mother - in - law
who tells them every day just
how to run their home and
their children; they do not
tell of their boy who got ar-
rested for stealing a car, and
they do not tell of those two
nervous breakdowns they had
breakdowns which were re-

ally depressions, just like the
ones that sent mother and
auntie to a mental hospital.
Because they don't tell of
these things, they fool the
doctor, and as a result they
