Ivan Hoyer, news director
for the Cavalcade, found that
modern reporting became a
problem in central Wyoming
when he discovered the near-
est telephone was 17 miles
from the overnight camp
ground of the wagon train.

“We await your arrival with
great pleasure and assure you
of a welcome worthy of your
contnbul.lon to our 100th
birthday,” the message read.
The train is due in Indepen-
dence, Ore., Aug. 15.

The work calls for con-
struction of the dam and out-
et works, power intake works
and roads.

The project is a unit in the
Corps of Engineers’ compre-
hensive plan for development
of the Willamette River Ba-
gin. The dam’s powerhouse
will have two generating
units with a total instalied
capacity of 25,000 kilowatts.
They are expected to be in
operation by November, 1862.
