one could tell they were not of the Bolshoi.

“The Bolshoi troupe seemed to enjoy our popular dance
orchestra but as the evening went on, there were those who
interspersed the ball room dancing with ‘gopak’ numbers,
with groups clustered around, furnishing the dancers with
hand clapping accompaniment, lending the typical Russian
touch.

“After the orchestra which had furnished the dance
music throughout the evening had left, pianists among the
troupe played and the dancing and fun continued. Even there
was community singing. It seemed the evening came all too
suddenly to a close and that many of the troupe members
would liked to have lingered, as many of us would like to
have done. It truly was a happy experience and we only
were sorry we could not return the next evening and do the

whole thing over again.”
L]

When the dancers were in Los Angeles, one columnist
wrote that they might dance like Communists, but they spent
money like capitalists. Since arriving in this country the
Russians invested in various types of off-beat shoes, toreador
pants, harlequin sunglasses and even such items as portable
plastic swimming pools for children. Tatiana Smirnova, Rus-
sian-born American dancer who accompanied the group as
an interpreter, said “They were mad to buy anything and
everything.” They all loved sports clothes; the men went in
for suits of raw silk and multi-colored sweater shirts.

The interpreter reported that one of the dancers ordered
a Mercedes Benz from a Hollywood dealer for shipment from
the factory in Germany to Moscow. Miss Smirnova declared
the dancers could afford everything they bought and added
“They do make fabulous salaries. I heard that one of the
men just bought an expensive home near Moscow on 15
years credit, and paid it off in two months.” (Nowhere did we
see any figures on salaries, but a member of the orchesira
which played with the troupe in San Francisco said that Sol
Hurok reportedly would lose money on his ballet venture,
even though the SRO sign was out in every city. For one
reason, American opera houses, such as the one in San
Francisco, are much smaller than those in Russia and other
European cities, with less seating capacity. It is said the
dancers complained that the SF stage was so small it hamp-

ered their more spectacular numbers.)

Another reporter wrote of the Russian’s fascination with
jazz music and said they bought a staggering amount of
records, both popular and classical. He also said they were
shrewd buyers, and dickered with storekeepers about lower- :
ing prices when they bought in quantity — several of the men i
bought matching tuxedo suits on such a deal. :

Members of the troupe loved Disneyland, and tried out all |
the rides. One dancer had the interpreter explain that she |
had just eaten the biggest hot dog in Hollywood. [

One thing which mystified the visitors was the television
commercials. They were irritated with the interruption of
the program, and couldn’t understand why so many pills
and medications were advertised when everyone in Holly-
wood looked so brown and healthy. @

They were amazed by the number of cars and one dancer |
said “there must be more cars than people. Where do they
find the people to drive all tljlfse‘cars?"
