judgment of the State Forester, a
menace to life and property due
to conditions tending to cause or
allow the rapid spread of fires
which might occur or because of
the inaccessible character of such
areas due to the lack of suitable
roads, and

WHEREAS, upon the showing of
the State Forester it appears to me
to be necessary to close to unregu-lated use the following area within
the protective boundary area of the
Rogue River National Forest, de-
signated as: , 7

AREA NO. R-1-2 WILLOW
CREEK RESERVOIR AREA
SZVt Section 34, SWiiSWli
Section 35. T. 35 S., R. 3 E.;
N'i Section 3, W',i Section 2,
T. 36 S.. R 3 E.
NOW. THEREFORE, I, Walter J.

Pearson, Acting Governor of the
State of Oregon, by virtue of the
authority vested in me under the
provisions of Section 477.158, Ore-
gon Forest Laws, do hereby pro-
claim the unregulated use of the
above-describ- ed area to be unlaw-
ful and do hereby close said area
and the same shall be subject to
use only upon condition that en-
trants shall comply with the follow-
ing requirement or condition:

1. Secure a permit issued by
the forester or a fire warden

before building a camp fire oth-
er than at improved, desig-
nated and posted camp-
grounds on such areas.

This proclamation shall be effec-
tive from and- after the 5th day of
June. 1959, and shall remain in full
force and effect until and includ-
ing the 31st day of December,
1959.
