Dr. Alvarez  arity in the at-
mosphere that could explain
this discomfort, but they have
failed. The change was not
in the barometer, or ther-
mometer, or hygrometer. Re-
cently, it has been found that
when the air is charged with
what are called positive ions,
(exeremely tiny carriers of
electricity) sensitive persons
feel an increase in discom-
fort. They may get a
headache, or feelings of fa-
tigue, or of dizziness, or of
something wrong in the nasal
sinuses, or they may wheeze
or feel aches in their joinis or
some mental depression. On
the contrary, when the air
contains many fegative ions,
many persons feel remarkably
well,

Now, a special type of ultra-
violet lamp has been pro-
duced which sends out many
negative iong into the air, and
it is to be hoped that such
lamps will make life more
comfortable for many in-
valids, There is another type
of electrical apparatus which
now can be added to an air-

conditioner, such as many of st

us use in the summer months.
This little apparatus produces
a high tension electiricity,
which causes dusts and pol-
lens and other irritating sub-
stances in the air to come
together into so-called aggre-
