Tempe, Ariz. —{UP}- The Na-
tional Collegiate Athletic- as-
sociation provided the holiday
fireworks today for Arizora
State university with a re-
quest that the school answer
charges of athletic recruiting
violations.

Clyde Smith, athletic direc-
tor credited with helping lead
Arizona State out of a serious
recruiting crisis several years
ago, said a complete report
concerning all three charges
would be submitted to the
NCAA infractions committee.

Smith denied the university
promised and provided finan-
cial assistance to prospective
student athletes, contrary to
Border conference and NCAA
regulations. He acknowledged
violation of regulations
against providing free trans-
portation to prospective stu-
dent athletes for the purpose
of enrollment and providing
excessive entertainment to
prospective athletes.

“All evidence and circum-
stances point to the fact there
was no attempt fo circumvent
the regulations,” said Smith
He said he accepted full re-
sponsibility for “misinterpre-
tation of the rules” on en-
tertainment and transporta-
tion.
