Already, some drugs have
been synthesized which will
destroy cancer cells, both in
the laboratory and when giv-
en to people with cancer. For
instance, I was just reading
that at the recent meeting of
the Federation of American
Societies of Experimental Bi-
ologists held at Atlantic City,
Drs. M. E. Balis, Dorris J.
Hutchison and Josephine S.
Salser of the Sloan-Kettering
Institute for Cancer Research
in New York City, together
with R. W. Brockman and H.
E. Skipper, of the affiliated
Southern Research Institute in
Birmingham, Alabama, re-
ported that the big problem
now is the resistance which
tends to develop in cancer
cells with any drug treatment
for cancer.

Disease Returns

For instance, there is a drug
which, if given to children
with acute leukemia, will ap-
parently cure them. For some
months their blood will ap-
pear to be normal, and the
child will run around feeling
perfectly well. And then back
will come the disease. Why
did it come back? Because the
drug that stopped the growth
of the cancer-like cells in the
child did not damage all of!
them. There were a few left,
and from these few a new
strain of cells developed - a
strain which was not vulner-
able tor the drug. This means

that probably when we do get
an efficient cure for cancer it/
will consist of at least two |
drugs — one to knock out per-|
haps 98 per cent of the cancer !
cells, and the .other one to
knock out the remaining 2
per cent.

Readers -may understand |
this problem better if I tell
them the experience they had
in Australia with rabbits.

| Some misguided person, years

ago, imported some rabbits
into Australia and turned
them loose. Pretty soon there
were millions of rabbits in
Australia eating up every
green thing on the people’s
farms. In order to get rid of
them, a virus was inftroduced
which is fatal to rabbits. Mil-

lions were killed off, but un-|
fortunately, there were a few’
rabbits which were immune |

to the virus. From these sur-
viving rabbits, there devel-
oped a breed of rabbits which
now cannot be killed by the
virus. Australia probably
could have been completely
freed of rabbits if only two
viruses could have been used.
One that would have killed
98 per cent of the rabbits and
the -other that would have
killed the other 2 per ceat.
