According to all accounts,
Russia, as portrayed at the
Soviet Fair, is a clickety-click
land of modern efficiency,
comfort and glitter, and this

reported would like to visit
that Russia when it is there.

It was not there, except for
its first glimmerings, when
he ended a seven-month stint
in Moscow as ‘UPI correspond-
ent this spring.

APPLEGATE VALLEY
Historic Sites Marked

Applegate Valley — Points
of historic interest in the Ap-
plegate Valley, that other-
wise would go unnoticed by
visitors in the area, pow are
plainly marked with attract-
ive signs.

The signs, in the shape of
Oregon, were made by stu-
dents of Medford schools for
the Jackson county Centen-
nial association. On the signs,
besides the name of the par-
ticular site, is a number which
serves as a key in looking up
further information in the
“Centennial Guide Book to
the Wonders of the Rogue
River Valley,” published by
the association.

One of the sites is Union-
town, a bustling mining town
of the early days, designated
as having a post office in
1879. Its’ only postmaster,
Theodoric Camerson, served
until 1891, His staunch views
on upholding the Union dur-
ing the Civil war gave the
town its name.

Gin Lin mine is another of
the sites designated. It was
named after the wealthy and
influential “boss" of the Chi-
nese inhabitants in the area.
He owned the first hydraulic
mine in the Applegate coun-

try.

Kubli mill, also marked, is
at the site of the early store
and trading post built in 1857
and operated by Casper Kubli.

Another of the points of in-
terest is the site of the village
of Logtown and the cemetery,
which is still kept up today.
The logtown rose, planted in
1863 by a resident of the vil-
lage still grows beside high-
way 238, several miles north
of Ruch. Last year, members
of the Applegate Garden elub
planted cuttings from the rose
along the front border of the
cemetery.

Herling, designated as a
post office and stage stop in
July, 1888, is about four miles
southwest of Jacksonville.
The postoffice was discontin-
ued in 1895.

Also marked is the site
where a man by the name of
Martin Angel was murdered
by Indians in 1856. It is re-
ported that Angel was buried
on the spot.

Kanaka Flat, just out of
Jacksonville, is designated as
the place where mand made
bricks were made for the
first building in Jacksonville.

The Centennial Guide Book
can be obtained at the Cen-
tennial headquarters in Med-
ford and at the Siskivou
stockade. A photo of the en-
trance to Log town cemetery
also is shown in the guide
book.

This is not to.say, however,
that the organizers of the So-
viet exhibition in the Colise-
um on Columbus Circle were
out to hoodwink (fthe Ameri-
can public.

If that were so, Russia
would not welcome thousands
of American tourists every
year and permit them to trav-
el over wide areas of the
country.

“What Is To Be”

The disparity between some
of the claims at the Coliseum
and the reality on Cork st.,
Moscow, may be explained
by a state of mind which fuz-
zes up the borderline between
what is and what is to be.

“Russia is the country of
the bright tomorrow,” said
a Russian to this reporter.
“We've all been living in the
future since we were chil-
dren.”

He was mocking a Russian
trait, but with a touch of
pride.

The Russians acting as
guides at their “Exhibition of
Science Technology and Cul-
ture” must get a sense of |
pride, too, rather than dis-
simulation — though they
know that many of the 10.000
items on view are lesg than
representative.

What if the women's dresses
and coats that New Year fash-
ion writers found fairly good
are the pride of Gum’s shop
windows in Moscow but are
seldom seen being worn?

What if the men's suits
would cost the average Rus-
sian worker two or three
month’s wages, and Russians
on the street look to Ameri-
cans as though they were out-
fitted at a charity sale?

The two-toned Volga auto-
mobile and the small Mosk-
vitch shown at the exhibition
still are luxuries only to be
dreamed of by most Russians.
The relatively few citizens
who can afford cars have to
wait a year or longer to buy
them (strictly cash).
One-Room Aparimentis

The reasonably attractive
model apartments at the ex-
hibition still are not much
more than models in the Sovi-
et Union. Most Russian cities
families have one room to
live in, sMaring the Kkitchen
and bathroom with other
families.

Other similar comparisons
could be made. But what is
more important to the wvast
majority of Russians is that a
big housing construction pro-
gram at last has begun and
that a plan to spread consum-
er goods and services is in the
works.

What is more important to
them is that the sputniks and
the Soviet artificial planets
are there, for all the world to
marvel at, and that Soviet in-
dustry at last has produced
some " industrial machinery
that is ahead of America’s.

Living to the drumbeat of
The Plan (“Outstrip America
in 14 years,” says Premier Ni-
kita S. Khrushchev) the shab-
biness and the queueing-up
and the burdens of today be-
come something transitory
and almost irrelevant-some-
how less real,

Seen in that spirit, the So-
viet Fair in New York must
be, as President Eisenhower
said a “remarkable exhibit.”
