'Thief in Night

As Dr. Hav'ener'says, glau-
coma is present in about 2

per cent of persons over 40
years of age. The chronic
simple form of glaucoma is
the most common type of the
disease. It has been termed
"a thief in the night" be-

cause, without warning, it can
destroy vision. Its approach
is usually painless or, at most,
it causes slight occasipnal
aching of the eyes. Complete
blindness can result without
any acute attack. What hap-
pens is that the pressure in-

side of the eyeballs gets too
high. It is easier for fluid to
get into the eye than to get
out of it. The increased pres
sure interferes with the nu
trition of the retina (the see--

ing-pa- rt of the eye). What is
horrible about neglecting this
disease is that, in its advanced
states, it does not respond
well to medical or surgical
treatment, and it may go on
to blindness. In the early
stages, it usually can be con-
trolled with, .medicine. Per
sons should be particularly
watchful for glaucoma if it
runs in their family. ,It is
heredity.
Iris Bows Forward
' As Dr. Havener says, it
comes usually in older per-
sons, and oldeif persons with
a family history of the dis-
ease. An expert will notice
often that the anterior cham
ber between the cornea and
the lens is shallow, and the
ins (colored curtain in the
eye) seems to bow forward,
toward the cornea. Often the
patient, by the time he gets
to an ophthalmologist, says
that he has been changing
glasses every so often with-
out getting better vision.
