During eco-
nomic emergencies, however,
when the national income is
falling and revenues are fall-

ing off, deficit financing can
be a positive good: And it is
far preferable to economic
collapse."

He list-
ed as assets $262 billion in
personal and real federal
property, from public lands
and forests to building, plus
"$28 billion which is owed
to Uncle Sam, primarily for
housing loans, veterans loans,
REA loans, and power pro-
jects still repaying them-
selves." These assets exceed
the $285 billion listed as the
national debt, he observed.

Other points Morse made
were the debt is now 59 per
cent of the gross national
product, while in 1946, after
the war, it was 132 per cent
of gross national product "and
the percentage has been de-

clining ever since", because
