Five Pefitions
Being Checked for
County Signatures

Five referendum petitions
seeking referral of House Bill
760, an income tax bill passed
by the 1959 state legislature,
to a vote of the people have
been filed with the secretary
of state’s office.

Signatures of the Jackson
county residents are being
checked by the county elec-
tions department, it was
learned today.

Following the checking of
signatures by the elections de-
partment, 203 names were
found to be legal, it was re-
ported.

General purpose of the new

income tax bill is to lower
the personal income tax rates
and abolish the federal tax
payment as a deduction. How-
ever, this has been amended
by Howell Appling Jr., secre-
tary of state fo read, “To in-
crease state revenues. Lower
personal income tax rates.
Abolish. federal tax deduc-
tion applicable to all tax years
beginning after Dec. 31,
1958." This is what would ap-
pear on the ballot if brought
to a vote of the people, Ap-
pling’s letter to the elections
department stated.

The referendum must be
completed and filed not later
than 5 p.m., Aug. 4 to appear
on the 1960 ballot, an official
of the county elections depart-
ment explained, Approximate-
1y 21,000 signatures are need-
ed.

The move to refer the mea-
sure to a vote of the people is
headed by an Albany, Ore.,
group known as the Citizens
Committee for Economy and
Equitable Taxation,

., If the referral effort is suc-

cessful the Albany group has
stated it plans to circulate
initiative petitions with a
“proposed remedial tax pro-
gram"” drawn from a noo-
partisan study committee rep-
resenting all segments of Ore-
gon's economy, according to
the Oregon Tax Research pub-
lication, “Your Taxes.”

Court Nofified
0f Creek Turbidity

The Oregon state sanitary
authority, Portland, notified
the county court this week
that the county road depart-
ment's sand and gravel opera-
tions between Talent and
Phoenix have caused excessive
turbidity in the downstream
Bear creek waters.

The letter, from Curtiss M.
Everts, secretary and chief
engineer of the authority, said
this is in violation of ppt;lic
policy and statues pertaining
to water pollution control.

County Engineer Paul Ryn-
ning reported that the sand
and gravel operations in that
particular area are finished
and the operation will be
moved.

to the Corps of Engineers re-
port on the Rogue basin.

However, on the basis of
relative amounts of spawning
and numbers of fish involved,
it would appear to the corps
that Lewis creek would have
a more serious effect than
would Lost creek. .

Total siltation effects on
Rogue basin reservoirs based
on soil conservation service
and forest service experience
has been estimated on the
basis of an annual silting rate
of .2 acre foot per square mile
of tributary drainage area, ac-
cording to engineers.

Total storage space reduc-
tions of about 4 to 8 per cent
in 100 years, or about 3 to
6 per cent of the usable stor-
age, would not materially re-
duce the usefulness of the
Rogue basin reservoirs until
after they would have been
fully amortized.

Descriptions of the propos-
ed Lake creek reservoir still
are not available from the
corps due to recent informa-
tion provided by the bureau
of reclamation. The descrip-
tion, plus the economic data
for Lost creek, Elk creek, and
Lake creek and Evans creek
is expected from the corps of
engineers within the next two
weeks. *

Ray, his
twin brother Roy, and Hugh
D'Autremont were sentenced
to life in prison on state mur-
der charges. Hugh was paroled
from the state penitentiary
this year but died March 31 in
San Francisco.

Apparent Parole Move

Judge Gus J. Solomon had
suspended sentence after
Hugh D'Autremont pleaded
guilty to the federal charge,
paving the way for his event-
uval parole. Ray D'Autremont
filed his motion for trial on
the same charge last June 22,
in an apparent move to get
eventual parole.

Roy D'Autremont has been
confined in the State hospital
for some time.

Porter said his poll showed
Stevenson was the choice of
26 per cent of the voters, Re-
publican Vice President Rich-
ard M. Nixon placinj; second
with 23 per cent.

John F. Kennedy (D-Mass.),
14 per cent; Sen. Hubert H.
Humphrey (D-Minn.), 9 per
cent; New York's Republican
Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller,
5 per cent; Sen.

Millard Hoffman, couniy
farm home superintendent,
explained that the rise in
rates was mainly because the
farm home is getting more
bed patients, who cost more
to care for.

Welfare Administrator
James Pullman said the new
scale for public welfare pa-
tients represents an increase
from an over-all average rate
of $130 a month to $150 a
month. He said that the wel-
fare department had 41 pa-
tients in the county farm
home as of July 7.

“Even with the increase in
rates the welfare commission
sayves money by sending its
bed-ridden patients to the
county farm home, since it
provides both doctors and
medicines for the patients,”
Pullman said. “For that rea-
son we have been anxious
that the county farm home
take more nursing home pa-
tients.

Pollutants of

Creek

The plentiful pollutants of
Bear creek were viewed
Thursday afternoon when
more than 25 state and local
officials and private citizens
toured the low, brown, scum-
covered stream.

Jackson county chapter of
the Izaak Walton league spon-
sored the trip, which began at
1 pm. at the Bear creek
bridge on East Main st.

Among officials attending
were Cole Rivers, fish biolo-
gist, Oregon state game com-
mission; David C. Hendricks,
County watermaster; Quentin
Bowman, field representative,
state water resources board;
R. C. Dunlap, parks planner,
Oregon state parks depart-
ment; Mark Astrup, land-
scape engineer; and Frank
Morgan, division engineer,
both of the state highway de-
pariment.

Leads Tour :

Col. Paul H. Weiland of
Izaak Walton league led the
tour. League President Earl
H. Knight was in charge.

Beginning at Hawthorne
with discussion of what Wei-
land termed the “unnecessary,
ridiculous pollution of Bear
creek by our own citizens,”
the group traveled by bus to
Ashland and the north end of
Fordyce st.

From the home of G. E. An-
derson, the group viewed a
low area in the foothills
which is considered a possible

site for a 4,000-acre-foot reser-
voir to feed Bear creek.

Exvlains Reservoir

Keith Allen of the Soil Con-
servation service explained
briefly the possibilities for a
reservoir which would be fed
by Gaerky creek. The dam
site had been considered by
the army engineers in their
original Rogue Basin study,
Weiland said, but only from
the standpoint of ficod con-
irol, rather than with consid-
eration of pollution control
and other advantages.

Pollution problems are not
evident above the Gaerky
creek site, and a “healthier”
stream flow below that point
could do much toward solving
the pollution.

Proceeding to the Oak st.
crossing of Bear creek, tour
members saw the middle lat-
eral of Talent Irrigation dis-
trict where removal of water
dropped the flow from 50
cubic feet per second to an es-
timated .4 c.fs
Stop to Enlighten

Weiland said the stop was
made “to enlighten, not to
criticize,”” and Rivers ex-
plained that irrigation needs
in the valley are so great little
water is left to maintain
stream flow.

However, the group was re-
minded by Walter H. Hoff-
buhr, manager of the Talent
Irrigation district, that with-
out the irrigation districts and
their reservoirs and planrﬂng.
stream flow in the wvalley
would be even less than it is
at present,

Warm Spell fo
Confinue in Area

10th straight day with over-90
degreée temperature but the
weather bureau termed it “not
exceptional.”

The highest temperature re-
corded so far this year was
102, which was noted yester-
day and also on Friday, July
10, The current warm spell
was kicked off on July 8 when
a high of 93 was reached.

High temperature today was
predicted to be near 100. On
July 10, 19486, it was 115 de-
grees here.

Medford has seen no rain
since June 26, when .02 of
an inch was recorded. The
weather bureau said that sum-
mer showers should come
along soon, although the city
has been known to go over
100 days without rain.

The bureau said that sum-
mer showers are usually ac-
companied with thunder and
lightning, so the cool relief
becomes a mixed blessing be-
cause of the fire danger.

Weiland pointed out three
meat packing plants which op-
erate on Bear creek in the
Ashland area. Further down-
stream he described the spot
where domestie sewage from
Ashland and refuse from a
cannery pollute the creek.

Increasing impurities enter
as the stream winds along the
Eagle Mill and Valley View
rds. and Highway 99 south.
The thickening waters cgntin-
ue through a gravel operation,
where they spread out and
warm above the Fern Valley
bridge.

Cabinet Meets in
Urgent Session

Havana —{UPD— Revolutionary
leader Fidel Castro resigned
today as Prime Minister of
Cuba.

But President Manuel Ur-

rutia, speaking to thousands
of Cubans massed before the
Presidential Palace here, said
the government would not ac-
cept the resignation.
“This revolution cannot be
anyone other
than Fidel Castro,” he said.
“You can be sure the resig-
nation presented by him will
not be accepted by the gov-
ernment."”

Urrutia met in urgent ses-
sion with the members of the
Council of Ministers (cabinet)
in the palace to discuss Cas-
tro’s surprise action. Follow-
ing a morning-long meeting,
the cabinet went to Cuban
armed forces headquarters at
Camp Liberty to formally re-
quest Castro to reconsider.
Will Make Broadcash

) There was no reason given
immediately for Castro’s deci-
sion to step down from the
post he had held for five
months and one day.

The official rebel radio said
Castro would report to the
people on a nationwide radio
and television hookup at 3
p.m. (PST) today.

The news of his resignation
touched off an uproar in Ha-
vana and spread like wildfire
across the island. Havana's
police chief said special pre-
cautionary measures were tak-
en fo avoid any street dis-
orders in support of Castro.
However, he expressed con-

plained.
