Washington-{UP0-The Senate
has approved a “GI Bill of
R:Ights” for peacetime veterans
after modifying it to provide
incentives for college students,
who maintain good grades,

The vote was 57 to 31.

In effect, the bill would al-
low college sfudents in the
top-half of their class to con-
tinue their college careers on
government grants.

Students whose grades fall
below the top-half could con-
tinue their studies on govern- |
ment loans. The loans could !
then be forgiven if the schol-
arship ranking was regained
after a year.

In addition, the bill would
provide:

—A program of vocational
training and rehabilitation for
veterans with disability incur-
red as consequence of military
service.

-A program of guarantee
and loang to aid in the pur-
chase of homes, farms and
farm equipment.

The best medical evidence

Psychiatrists find that the ho-
