remove the womb when the
fibroid wasn't producing any
symptoms at all. He is report-
ed to have said, "This is cer-

tainly one of the most fre-

quent, unnecessary p e 1 v i c
operations done today." He is
reported to have said, also,
that often when a woman is
bleeding a little and there is
some question as to the pos-
sible presence of a cancer, the
simple operation of curettage
(scraping out the lining of the
womb and examining it under
a microscope), which would
keep her in the hospital for
only a day, would be quite
adequate.

Instead, many a surgeon
likes to go ahead and perform
hysterectomy. I hate to see
this operation performed
thoughtlessly. Why? Because
for months afterward I may
have to struggle to help the
unfortunate woman with her
flushes or her depression or
her unhappiness and distress
over her loss of sexual feeling
or interest,: or ever her hus
band's loss of interest in her.
I know that many a woman
has a hysterectomy without
any distress of any kind after-
wards, but this cannot close
my mind to the fact that each
year scores of women write
to jne complaining of terrible
results that followed an oper
ation that could easily have
been avoided. Often I am sure
the surgeon would not have
operated if he had taken
enough of a history to have
learned that the woman had
always had a tendency to de-

pression, and did not need
