Innocent Receiver of
Stolen Check Is ‘Owner’

Brown accepted a $100
check in payment for mer-
chandise. He endorsed the

check shortly before it was
stolen from him. The thief
gave the check to O'Rourke,
who knew nothing of the
theft; and, learning that
O'Rourke has the cheek,
Brown brings an action to re-
cover it. Who legally “owns”
the check?

The law will protect
O'Rourke. Promissory mnotes
and bills of exchange (such as
checks) rcpresent obligations
to pay money. If payable to
the bearer or properly en-
dorsed (as Brown had done),
they are as transferable as
money. Ownership is trans-
ferred by a mere exchange of

Thus, if John steals a prom-
issory note, he becomes its
“owner."” If his crime is dis-
covered, justice would natur-
ally compell his returning the
note to iils previous owner.
But if he sells the note to
Roger, who knows nothing of
the theft, Roger may legally
exercise the rights of owner-
ship.

Horse Theft Case

Contrast this with the stol-
en goods in a horse theft case.
If Farmer Brown innocently
buys a stolen horse from the
thief, he has no rights what-
ever to the horse. Here again,
however, the transfer of pos-
session from the real owner to
Farmer Brown was involun-
tary and without the consent
of the owner.

The usual method of frans-
ferring title to goods is by a
voluntary delivery coupled
with an intention to make the
receiver the owner. Thus,
unlike the check or note, the
horse never became the prop-
erty of the thief and he could
not legally transfer the own-
