Disagree Over Land

Portland —UPI— The U.S. for-
est service and the Bonne-
ville Power administration in-
dicated today they have dif-
ferent ideas about what
should be done with Mary’s
peak, a 4,100-foot-high moun-
tain 20 miles west of Cor-
vallis.

The conflict involves a BPA
plan to construct a radio fa-
cility on top of the peak. The
installation would aid BPA
communications and main-
tence crews; and the bureau
of land management and FBI
have expressed an interest in
sharing the station.

But the forest service wants
to have the site withdrawn
for purposes of recreation. A
spokesman said any more fa-
cilities might “interfere with
each other and conflict with
recreation.’
