The ultrasonic tester pin-
points boiler tubes that have
fallen prey to hydrogen em-
brittlement and blistering. It
does this by “seeing” inside
the tube and distinguishing in-
ternal scale from true metal,
reports Branson Ultrasonic
Corporation here.
