Some people today fear that
the apparent increase in the
incidence of leukemia is due
to the increasing use of x-rays,
but against this theory is the
fact that some statistics on the

of x-ray men fail to show that
they suffer more often from
leukemia than other groups of
men do.

Quite a few mothers who
have had a leukemic child
write anxiously to ask if oth-
ers of their children are likely
to get it. The answer is no.
According to Dr. Arthur G.
Steinberg of the Children’s
Cancer Research Foundation
in Boston, a study of 249 leu-
kemic children and their fam-
ilies led him to conclude that
