Boils

Anyone who is having fre-

quent boils must be sure to
have one or two estimates
made of his blood sugar to
make sure that he hasn't a be-

ginning diabetes. It is an im-

portant point when a boil
breaks not to smear the pus
all over the nearby skin. This
tends .to bring more boils.
The pus can be washed off
with pledgets of cotton dipped
in alcohol. In certain cases,
an antibiotic will help. We
must remember that boils can
be passed along from one per-
son to another in one of sev-
eral ways.

Professional wrestlers some-
times suffer because if one
has a boil, the pus gets rubbed
into the other man's skin. In
my youth, when I was an oars-
man, sometimes half the crew
would be down with boils on
their buttocks. I imagine we
got the infection from poorly-washe- d

rowing-trunk- s. We
should have had them boiled
before using them.

Teacher Returns

To Stand Today
Los Angeles-- A high school

teacher facing loss of his
teaching certificate returns
to a hearing today to defend
his practice of making a "Lit
tle Kinsey sex survey, among
his teen-ag- e students.

Cecil Cook, 38, was charged
with unprofessional conduct
in the California Department
of Professional and Vocation-
al Standards hearing. The
hearing met for three days
last week before being recess-
ed Wednesday when a man
was found tape recording the
testimony.

The man was identified as
Francis Harmon, 41, an elec-
trical engineer with the city
Department of Water and
Power. He gave no reason
for recording the session oth-
er than saying he was inter-
ested in them.

The hearing officer said he
would seek a Supreme Court
contempt citation againstHarmon for refusing to erase
the tapes.

Cook, suspended from his
post at Van Nuys High school
last February when several
students protested the sex
survey, was defended by sev-

eral students who said they
thought the survey on inti-
mate sex problems raised
questions they would like an-

swered before they married.
The survey was conducted

among boy and girl students
in Cook's physiology class.
The answers were anonymous
and in writing, but several of
the students testified they
thought the survey was "dis-

gusting" and that it "shock-
ed" them.

Dr Alvarej quire surgery.
Most can be treated medical-
ly with sufficient relief of
their symptoms. This has been
my experience. I practically
never let these people be op-
erated on. Dr. Brick operates
usually only, in those rare
cases in which pinching of
the gullet in the hernia pro-
duces an ulcer.

Hardly a one of the patients
I see with a diaphragmatic
hernia has enough trouble so
that I would think of having
him or her operated on. Cer-

tainly, if I had the discomfort
the patient has I would not
be operated on. I, myself, have
considerable discomfort at the
upper end of my stomach if,
right after a big meal, I bend
over to tie my shoes. But I
do not care to risk my life
to get rid of that minor
trouble. In many of the cases
I see, what the patient has is
really not the diaphragmatic
hernia that was diagnosed, but
a short esophagus, and I don't
see any sense in trying to pull
the stomach down.

What impresses me also is
that in dozens of cases in
which' a patient comes asking
if he should accept the opera-
tion someone is urging on him,
I become satisfied, after much
chatting with him that the
symptoms noticed are not due
to the little rupture. They are
due to nervousness or some
mild indigestion. In that case,
just because a little hernia
was found by an x-r- man.
In that case, the operation
could not do him any good; he
is not sick. How I admire
those surgeons - who know
